
Privacy Statement

The Professional Standards Advisory Board General Insurance (“PSAB-GI”, “us” and “we”) respects your right to privacy in relation to your use of this website www.psab-gi.ie (the “Website”) and this Privacy Statement sets out our policy towards safeguarding information which you disclose to us. You acknowledge and agree that in certain circumstances we may be obliged to disclose personal information relating to you to third parties for example where we work with third parties to provide certain services on our Website, to your employer and other relevant bodies associated with CPD compliance or in order to conform to any requirements of law or to comply with any legal process, as well as to protect and defend the rights of property of PSAB-GI.

Right of Access and Rectification
